The Committee was comprised of Anne Soucy, Chair, Sharon Crabb and Jean Fisher. We would like to thank Cheryl Stairs for her work as Convener until January.  Initial emails with a CFUW Fredericton letter and application were sent to Education offices in both Fredericton and Oromocto.  These were distributed by the Education offices to schools in their districts with a deadline of March 12th, 2021. Ten grant proposals were received by the deadline with an additional one received at a later date, which we were unable to consider. We were very pleased with the number of applications this year. Due to COVID-19 and the book sale not being held, the budget for 2020-2021 was $2,000 instead of the usual $4,000. The Committee decided that four (4) grants of $500 each would be awarded. All members of the Committee were forwarded the 10 grant proposals received via email. The Committee then met on March 29th to discuss the grant proposals. The unanimous decision was the following schools would be awarded grants: Burton Elementary School, Minto Elementary and Middle School, Minto High School and Central New Brunswick Academy. Letters of congratulations with a cheque for $500 from CFUW Fredericton were sent out to the selected schools. A letter was also sent to all the other schools who had submitted applications thanking them for their application and encouraging them to apply again next year.

CFUW Fredericton: The Power of Women Working Together! 
(Published in “Reflections” a Magazine for Retired Teachers in New Brunswick)
Imagine being awarded a scholarship to pursue higher education where the scholarship money was raised by selling gently used and sometimes new (donated) books, at a price of $2.00 a book. Go even further into your imagination and think of how many books it would take to raise a sum of $1,000,000.00.  This was accomplished by a group of dedicated, spirited, accomplished women of all ages, different professions, and a single-minded vision of promoting the strength of women working together. This work is for such purposes as women’s post-secondary education scholarships, community involvement, library development, International School Girls program, Hunger in Schools programs, various local women’s initiatives such as the ‘In Her Shoes project as well as partnerships with groups such as the Muriel McQueen Centre for the Elimination of violence against women. Welcome to the world of the Canadian Federation of University Women, (CFUW) Fredericton!
Founded over 75 years ago, CFUW Fredericton awarded their first scholarship in 1946. A fundraiser was started in 1963 to establish an endowment fund for scholarships. Since then, the annual book fair has been held as the one fundraiser to provide the funds for:
· 20 scholarships given out each year to female students attending the University of New Brunswick, St. Thomas University, the New Brunswick Community College, The New Brunswick College of Craft and Design, Leo Hayes High School, Fredericton High, Oromocto High and Ecole Ste Anne.
· Library grants for rural schools in the Fredericton and Oromocto areas.
· Funding to the Enterprise Program at Fredericton High for their lunch program.
· Two prizes at the Fredericton Music Festival.
· Financial assistance for local issues such as the Fredericton Community Kitchen, shelters for the homeless, transition house and others identified each year.
These books are generously donated to the organization and find their place on the annual book fair tables. For 55 years, the Fredericton community and surrounding area has renewed their interest in reading, enabling the funds to support women’s education. 
In October, we celebrated our 75th anniversary with a Gala event! Plans were underway shortly afterwards for the next Book Fair. However, the pandemic hit and COVID-19 shut down the fair. 
While CFUW continued to meet virtually and provide support for those activities so critical to the organization, such as scholarships, it was late into the fall before the group determined a pandemic was not going to stop their critical work!  The bottom line?  People still want to read! The power of a book could still take a person off on a journey far away from the pandemic. 
A ‘Bag of Books’ fundraiser was born! Offering ten books for $20.00, people were invited to purchase a plain brown bag of books – a surprise bag where you would have no idea what the selection would contain – but it would be either mystery or fiction! The concept was a success. People recognize the ability of a book to transform the reality of a pandemic into a magnificent opportunity to lose oneself in the words on the page. CFUW sees it as an opportunity to stay true to their values, their purpose and their need to promote programs, education and equal opportunities for women and girls – the power of women working together!

Programme Committee
January -May: 2021
Because of the coronavirus epidemic the anticipated Sept. 2020 to March 2021 speakers’ series was disrupted. Facilitated by Zoom, beginning in January 2021 the CFUW began to return to having a series of speakers. However, the usual programme was much truncated during coronavirus year and it meant that some very interesting suggestions (from members such as Karen Flinn, Sharon Crabb, and Wendy Johnston) could not always be facilitated this year but may well be successfully pursued for 2021-22. Happily, a request from two members for a talk on L’Arche Fredericton was facilitated through the powers of Zoom as was a request that we have a talk on a recent book on women’s history in New Brunswick (there are also several speakers who can be approached for the fall of 2021 in that category). 

Our Jan.-April talks were: February 25, 2021: Just the Usual Work: The Social Worlds of Ida Martin, Working-Class Diarist, Dr. Bonnie Huskins, History, St. Thomas University & the University of New Brunswick, and Dr. Michael Boudreau, Criminology & Criminal Justice, St. Thomas University.

March 25, 2021: The scheduled speaker was Dr. Cheryl Gibbs, former Dean of Nursing at UNB and currently a parish nurse at Brunswick Street Baptist Church. She was going to speak on the impact of coronavirus on parish nursing but unfortunately had to cancel her visit to CFUW just a day before her presentation. Shelley Delano Parker has suggested a possible other name (Jennifer Donovan) to approach for this topic and Cheryl has indicated that she would be happy to be approached again to speak on parish nursing in this current time period. 

April 22, 2021: L’Arche Fredericton (formerly Willow Tree Community, Inc.) Dr. Alan Sears, Professor Emeritus, Education, University of New Brunswick. Also participating in the discussion from L’Arche were visitors Mary Mersereau and Carole Dilworth. 

For future speakers Gwen has suggested that she approach Fredericton’s Mary McCarthy who was featured on the front page of the Globe & Mail recently for her work on black history in NB (she has just received a PhD in History from UofT on the subject) and also Joanna Everitt, Political Scientist at UNB-SJ who was recently featured in the press on “What can be done to make the legislature more mom-friendly” and is the author of an article “Women in New Brunswick Politics: A Province at the Back of the Pack”.  As already mentioned, members of CFUW have suggested a number of excellent speaker ideas for the next year of CFUW meetings and I will follow up on those. Thank you to everyone who comes up with suggestions.
